Louisa May Alcott (1832-1888)

Grew up in a poor family in Boston, USA, and was one of four daughters. She is best known
for her children’s books, especially Little Women (1868-1869). The novel reflects L M Alcott's
life and experiences. It is about the loves and lives of four young sisters growing up in New Eng-
land during the American Civil War. The four March sisters, Meg, Jo. Beth and Amy, work hard
with their mother to have a happy and peaceful home while their father is away at war.

As young readers like to know 'how people look’, we will take this moment to give them
a little sketch of the four sisters, who sat knitting away in the twilight while the December snow
fell quietly outside and the fire crackled cheerfully within. It was a comfortable old room, though
the carpel was faded and the furniture very plain; lor a good picture or two hung on the walls,
books filled the shelves, chrysanthemums and Christmas roses bloomed in the windows and a
pleasant atmosphere of home-peace filled the rmm.

Meg, the eldestl of the four, was sixteen, and very pretty, being plump and fair, with
large eyes, plenty of soft, brown hair, a sweet mouth and white hands of which she was rather
vain. Fifteen-year-old Jo was very tall, thin and brown, and reminded one of a colt2; for she nev-
er seemed to know what to do with her long limbs, which were very much in her way. She had a
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decisive mouth, a comical nose and sharp, grey eyes, which appeared to see everything, and
could be fierce, funny or thoughtful. Her long, thick hair was her one beauty: but it was usually
bundled in a net. to be out of her way. Jo had round shoulders, big hands and feet, a fly-away
look to her clothes and the uncomfortable appearance of a girl who was rapidly shooting up into
a woman and didn't like it.

Elizabeth - or Beth, as everyone called her -was a rosy, smooth-haired, bright-eyed girl of
thirteen, with a shy manner, a timid voice and a peaceful expression, which was seldom dis-
turbed. Her father called her 'Little Miss Tranquillity’, and the name suited her excellently; for
she seemed to live in a happy world of her own. only venturing out to meet the few whom she
trusted and loved. Amy, though the youngest, was a most important person - in her own opinion
at least. A regular snow-maiden, with blue eyes and yellow hair curling on her shoulders, pale
and slender, and always carrying herself like a young lady mindful of her manners.

Beth put a pair of slippers down to warm. Somehow the sight of the old shoes had a good
effect upon the girls; for mother was coming, and everyone brightened to welcome her.

The British fashion

For me, England is an amazing country. It doesn’t look like other European countries too
much. In Russia they don't know much about it, possibly, the cause of it — British secrecy: Eng-
lishmen don’t let anyone to get to their lives. But such thing as British fashion is known by eve-
ryone. This great phenomenon was emerged exactly in this country and specifically in its capital
— London. It is so different from all other global fashions as England itself is different from the
rest of the world. As for me, British fashion is one of the most interesting aspects of history and
culture of this country, which I couldn’t pass by.

The question «Why did London become the capital of avant-garde fashion and England
had turned into a trendsetter of it in the second half of 20th century?» There are a few answers,
but the main-is the British character. Of course, the success was based on advanced industry,
such as it wasn’t in any other country. And fashion development was closely connected with the
development of mass production, which also incidentally was born in England. But at the same
time a role features of history have played the most important part. English mentality, which
main features are on the one hand — the adherence to traditions, on the other hand — English ec-
centricity and special, incomparable to any other, sense of humor. It lies in the fact that the Brit-
ish, adoring to experiment, aren’t afraid of being funny and like to irony at themselves. And this
is what determined the character of fashion that was born here and designers who had created
this fashion.

They are not related to the rules or restrictions and they are free from all directions and
tendencies. Although all their creations anyway glorify « Old England » with its traditions. The-
se creative artists without exception differ with great love to new ideas, no matter how curious
they are. For example, Charles Worth has created crinoline, pad and the first mannequin. And
Mary Quant introduced the world’s runways in a new style « Chelsey girl ». It was a little epat-
age, a little hooligan street teen fashion. Hairdresser Vidal Sassoon and she established a new
free attitude to fashion, where the woman chose what she’d like to be. The idea of being British
meant « Supreme chicy in past 60th.

Another Briton — Vivienne Westwood continued the theme of street fashion and had
changed it completely. Now many Englishmen are proud of her, but she still causes as much ad-
miration as critics and rejection. She was who brought the punk’s sub-culture from the under-
ground and spread troughout the world. She is the founder of style « Unisex », mass fashion on
skinny jeans and the main hooligan of British podiums. But even she remains true to British tra-
ditions like nobody else: so many clothes from the «plaid» you won’t see anymore on any other
show.

Another bully, « the fashion wunderkind» - John Galliano. Only on his shows you fall in-
to the atmosphere of receptions of Marquis de Sade, period of D’ Artanyan, Japanese Middle
Ages and Indian Wars at the same time. Certain thematics — something that Galliano never
changes.

And we cannot say those clothes of these talented modellers are sewed only for the rebels
or bohemians. Persons of royal blood with pleasure dress up among British designers. Princess
Diana ordered all her shoes from Jimmy Choo. The entire royal court flaunts in their hats and
bonnets from Phillip Treacy. Kate Middlton, the Dutchess of Cambridge and Prince William’s
wife, appeared on her wedding in dress not from fashion houses of Paris, but from the young
British designer — Alexander McQueen. So it is not an exhaustive list of examples of a large ar-
rangement of the monarchical house to the native fashion industry. Sometimes it even happened
several creators have been dubbed as Mary Quant for the creation of a mini-skirt.
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Though, of course, under "British style" many people understand just wrong « classics ».
But even the most « classic » British fashion designer — Paul Smith — defines his style as « Clas-
sics in combination with Twist . Other «non-classic » direction in British fashion is Street Style.
It conveys the mood of the city, prevailing on London streets. We can see here the individualism,
carried to extremes, that is mistake for epatage. Street style aimed to allocate you from the
crowd. And it is the other secret of so big popularity of British fashion and it’s fast dissemina-

tion: Englishmen are the consumers who are distinguished by striving for the original clothes.

In conclusion, | can say that Britain had given to the world all imaginable and unimaginable
trends, mass industry and inconceivable combination of directions. And finally that real English
style had been formed, where millions of people adore around the world. And as for me this style

allows me to live in Russia and to feel myself as a real Englishwoman.

«THE SYSTEM OF EDUCATION IN GREAT BRITAIN»

The system of education in any country is aimed at developing a personal-
ity for the good of the individual and society as a whole.

Pre-school education in England begins at the age of 3 or 4. Around half of
the children at this age attend nursery schools or playgroups mostly organised by
parents. Children of this age need care as well as education. That's why Kids play a
lot, learn to listen attentively and to behave.

Compulsory primary education begins at the age of five in England, Wales
and Scotland and at four in Northern Ireland. Children start their school career
in an in fant school. Lessons start at 9 a. m. and are over at 4 p.m. They are
taught «3 R's»: Reading, wRiting, aRithmetic. Pupils have a lot of fun at
school, drawing, reading, dancing or singing.

When they are 7 pupils move to a junior school, which lasts four years till
they are 11. They study a lot of subjects: English, Mathematics, Science, Histo-
ry, Geography along with Technology, Music, Art and Physical education.

Most of children (over 90 per cent) go to state schools where education is
free. Only a small proportion of them attend private (Public) or independent
schools. Patents have to pay for the education at these schools. The fees are
high and only some families can afford it. So such schools are for the repre-
sentatives of the high class of England. The most notable Public schools are Eton,
Harrow, Winchester, Rugby.

Secondary education begins at 11. The majority of secondary schools are Com-
prehensive schools where boys and girls study together. Besides, parents can take their
sons and daughters to Grammar schools or Secondary Modem Schools.

Grammar schools provide an academic course from 11 to 18. They prepare pupils
for colleges and universities.

Many children of working class families go to Modern schools. They give a very
limited education. Pupils get instruction in woodwork, metalwork, sewing, short-hand,
typing and cooking. After finishing such a school a pupil becomes an unskilled work-
er.

The Comprehensive Schools have their own «Grammar school» classes and
«Modern classes»
Every pupil has to choose a set of subjects to learn. If he takes up Art he will
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study English Literature, Music, Art, Drama-and foreign languages. If he is good at
exact and natural sciences, he will learn Science: Mathematics, Physics, Chemistry,
Biology. Geography, Economics and Technical Drawing.

The British government encourages careers education in the country. That's why
secondary schools try to breakdown the barriers between education and business, They
set up close links with firms to allow their students to take part in business activi-
ties.

At around 18 years old teenagers take some exams and coursework to get Gen-
eral Certificate of Education. Those who choose to stay on at school usually study
for two further years to pass A level (Advanced level) exams. These exams will give
them a chance to enter the university.

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MONEY

The work which people undertake provides them with money. People buy essential commodities
with money. All values in the economic system are measured in terms of money. Our goods and
services are sold for money, and that money is in its turn exchanged for other goods and services.
Coins are adequate for small transactions, while paper notes are used for general business. Origi-
nally, a valuable Metal (gold, silver or copper) served as a constant store of value, and even to-
day the American dollar is technically backed by the store of gold which the US government
maintains. Because gold has been universally regarded as a very valuable metal, national curren-
cies were for many years judged in terms of the so called "gold standard”. Nowadays national
currencies are considered to be as strong as the national economies which support them. The
value of money is basically its value as a medium of exchange or as economists put it, its “pur-
chasing power”. This purchasing power is dependent on supply and demand. The demand of
money is reckonable as the quantity needed to effect business transactions. The demand for
money is related to the rapidity with which the business is done. The supply of money is the ac-
tual amount in notes and coins available for business purposes. If too much money is available,
its value decreases. This condition is known as “inflation”.

FUNCTIONS OF MONEY

People accept money in exchange for goods and services. But the role of money depends
on the state of development of an economy. Money has become an essential element of econo-
mies based on the division of labour, in which individuals have specialized in certain activities
and enterprises have focused on manufacturing specific goods and rendering specific services. In
order to make transactions as simple and efficient as possible, the introduction of a generally ac-
cepted medium of exchange suggested itself.

Money perform the function of a medium of exchange or means of payment with goods
being exchanged for money and money for goods. At the same time it also acts as a unit of ac-
count.

Money is a store of value, as part of an individual's income may be set aside for future
consumption.

These three functions of money - medium of exchange, unit of account and store of value
- can only be fulfilled if there is great confidence in its stability of value. Safeguarding monetary
stability is the primacy task of the central banks all over the world. Moreover, the central bank
has the function of regulating the money supply in order to guarantee a smooth functioning of
the monetary system.

Organisation of the european system of central banks (escb)

The ESCB is composed of the European Central Bank (ECB) and the national central banks
(NCBs) of the European Union member states. In accordance with the ESCB Statute, the prima-
ry of the ESCB is to maintain the price stability.

The basic tasks to be carried out by the ESCB are:

- to define and implement the monetary policy;
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- to conduct foreign exchange operations;

- to hold and manage the official foreign reserves of the Member States;

And to promote the smooth operation of payment systems.

In addition, the ESCB contributes to the smooth conduct of policies relating to supervision of
credit institutions and the stability of the financial system. It also has an advisory role on matters
which fall within its field of competence. Finally, in order to undertake the tasks the ESCB, the
ECB shall collect the necessary statistical information.

A financial audit is the examination of financial records and reports of a company or organisa-
tion, in order to verify that the figures in the financial reports are relevant, accurate, and com-
plete. The general focus is to ensure the reported financial statements fairly represent a compa-
ny's stated condition for the firm's stakeholders. These stakeholders will be interested parties,
such as stockholders, employees, regulators, and the like.Doing a financial audit is called the "at-
test” function. The general purpose is for an independent party (the CPA firm) to provide written
assurance (the audit report) that financial reports are "fairly presented in conformity with gener-
ally accepted accounting principles”. Because of major accounting scandals (failure by CPA
firms to detect widespread fraud), assessing internal control procedures has increased in magni-
tude as a part of financial audits.Financial audits are typically done by external auditors (ac-
countancy firms). Many organizations, including most very large organizations, also employ or
hire internal auditors, who do not attest to financial reports. Internal auditors often assist external
auditors, and, in theory, since both do internal control work, their efforts should be coordinated.

Their first appearance was probably in Asia in the 7th century BC. And whether these coins were
used as money in the modern sense has also been questioned. To determine the earliest use of
money, we need to define what we mean by money. We will return to this issue shortly. But with
any reasonable definition the first use of money is as old as human civilization. The early Per-
sians deposited their grain in state or church granaries. The receipts of deposit were then used as
methods of payment in the economies. Thus, banks were invented before coins. Ancient Egypt
had a similar system, but instead of receipts they used orders of withdrawal — thus making their
system very close to that of modern checks. In fact, during Alexander the Great’s period, the
granaries were linked together, making checks in the 3rd century BC more convenient than Brit-
ish checks in the 1980s. However, money is older than written history. Recent anthropological
and linguistic research indicates that not only is money very old, but it’s origin has little to do
with trading, thus contradicting another common myth. Rather, money was first used in a social
setting. Probably at first as a method of punishment.

An essential characteristic of capitalism is the institution of rule of law in establishing and pro-
tecting private property, including, most notably, private ownership of the means of production.
Private property was embraced in some earlier systems legal systems such as in ancient Rome,
but protection of these rights was sometimes difficult, especially since Rome had no police. Such
and other earlier system often forced the weak to accept the leadership of a strong patron or lord
and pay him for protection. It has been argued that a strong formal property and legal system
made possible a) greater independence; b) clear and provable protected ownership; c) the stand-
ardization and integration of property rules and property information in the country as a whole;
d) increased trust arising from a greater certainty of punishment for cheating in economic trans-
actions; e) more formal and complex written statements of ownership that permitted the easier
assumption of shared risk and ownership in companies, and the insurance of risk; f) greater
availability of loans for new projects, since more things could be used as collateral for the loans;
g) easier and more reliable information regarding such things as credit history and the worth of
assets; h) an increased standardization and transferability of statements documenting the owner-
ship of property, which paved the way for structures such as national markets for companies and
the easy transportation of property through complex networks of individuals and other entities.
All of these things enhanced economic growth.

One of the primary objectives in a social system in which commerce and property have a central
role is to promote the growth of capital. The standard measures of growth are Gross Domestic
Product or GDP, capacity utilization, and 'standard of living'. The ability of capitalist economies
to increase and improve their stock of capital was central to the argument which Adam Smith
advanced for a free market setting production, price and resource allocation. It has been argued
that GDP per capita was essentially flat until the industrial revolution and the emergence of the
capitalist economy, and that it has since increased rapidly in capitalist countries. It has also been
argued that a higher GDP per capita promotes a higher standard of living, including the adequate
or improved availability of food, housing, clothing, health care, reduced working hours and free-
dom from work for children and the elderly. These are reduced or unavailable if the GDP per
capita is too low, so that most people are living a marginal existence. Economic growth is, how-
ever, not universally viewed as an unequivocal good. The downside of such growth is referred to
by economists as the 'externalization of costs'. Among other things, these effects include pollu-
tion, the disruption of traditional living patterns and cultures, the spread of pathogens, wars over
resources or market access, and the creation of underclasses.

Supply and Demand

The backbone of any economy are producers. They are represented by enterprises or firms. The
aim of producers is to supply goods and services, seek profits, and compete successfully with
one another. To create the goods and services they sell, producers transform inputs into outputs.
Three factors of production are needed to make goods and services. They are labour, capital, and
natural resources. Every economy faces the problem of what, how and for whom to produce. In
market economies the problem is solved by the market thanks to the law of supply and demand.
The law states that the imbalances in the market between the quantity of the goods that buyers
want to purchase and the quantity that producers want to sell tend to be corrected by changes in
prices. Other things being equall, people tend to increase their purchases of a good or service
when its price goes down, and to cut back on purchases when prices go up.Producers tend to re-
spond to a rise in price by increasing their output. Together, changes in supply and demand act to
correct temporary shortages or surpluses. When there is a shortage, producers see a chance to
increase the supply and to make an extra profit. Whenever people who are willing to sell a com-
modity contact people willing to buy it, a market for that commaodity is created. In a perfect mar-
ket, buyers and sellers are numerous and competition is completely free. In some markets there
may only be one seller or a very limited number of sellers to offer goods and services. Such a
situation is called a "monopoly".

"In God we trust, all others we audit™. This quote sums up a basic viewpoint of some profession-
als towards auditing. Auditing has existed in one form or another since ancient times. Records
show that auditing activity was part of early life in Babylonia, China, Greece, and Rome. One
ancient meaning for the word "auditor” was a "hearer or listener”. In Rome, auditors heard trans-
actions as they took place. They observed the events as they happened and were able to recount
the responsibilities and obligations to which each party was bound. Modern auditing, as defined
by the American Accounting Association, is a systematic process of objectively obtaining and
evaluating evidence regarding assertions about economic actions and events to ascertain the de-
gree of correspondence between those assertions and established criteria and communicating the
results to interested users. An examination of the definition of auditing reveals that there are
three key aspects of the definition. First, auditing is not an activity which can be performed in a
haphazard manner, it is a systematic process based on logic and reasoning.

Second, during an examination of financial statements the auditor objectively obtains and evalu-
ates evidence regarding assertions about economic actions and events embodied in the financial
statements to ascertain the degree of correspondence between those assertions and established
criteria. In the audit of financial statements prepared by a company, the established criteria are
generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP). That is, the financial statements must be pre-
pared in accordance with GAAP. Consequently, the auditor must obtain and evaluate evidence to
determine whether the assertions (the elements of the financial statements) meet the established
criteria (GAAP).

Franchise
What is a franchise? A franchise is a right granted to an individual or group to market a compa-
ny's goods or services within a certain territory or location. Some examples of today's popular
franchises are McDonald's, Subway, Domino's Pizza, and the UPS Store. There are many differ-
ent types of franchises. Many people associate only fast food businesses with franchising. In fact,
there are over 120 different types of franchise businesses available today, including automotive,
cleaning & maintenance, health & fitness, financial services, and pet-related franchises, just to
name a few. If you are thinking about buying into a franchise system, it is important that you un-
derstand exactly how franchising works, what fees are involved, and what is expected of you
from the franchise company. An individual who purchases and runs a franchise is called a "fran-
chisee." The franchisee purchases a franchise from the "franchisor.” The franchisee must follow
certain rules and guidelines already established by the franchisor, and in most cases the franchi-
see must pay an ongoing franchise royalty fee, as well as an up-front, one-time franchise fee to
the franchisor. Franchising has become one of the most popular ways of doing business in to-
day's marketplace. In most states you cannot drive three blocks without seeing a nationally rec-
ognized franchise company.

The pursuit and realization of profit is an essential characteristic of capitalism. Profit is derived
by selling a product for more than the cost required to produce or acquire it. Some consider the
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pursuit of profit to be the essence of capitalism. Sociologist and economist, Max Weber, says
that “capitalism is identical with the pursuit of profit, and forever renewed profit, by means of
conscious, rational, capitalistic enterprise”. However, it is not a unique characteristic for capital-
ism, some practiced profitable barter and monetary profit has been known since antiquity. Oppo-
nents of capitalism often protest that private owners of capital do not remunerate laborers the full
value of their production but keep a portion as profit, claiming this to be exploitative. However,
defenders of capitalism argue that when a worker is paid the wage for which he agreed to work,
there is no exploitation, especially in a free market where no one else is making an offer more
desirable to the worker; that "the full value of a worker's production™ is based on his work, not
on how much profit is created, something that depends almost entirely on factors that are inde-
pendent of the worker's performance; that profit is a critical measure of how much value is creat-
ed by the production process; that the private owners are the ones who should decide how much
of the profit is to be used to increase the compensation of the workers (which they often do, as
bonuses); and that profit provides the capital for further growth and innovation.

Since individuals typically earn their incomes from working for companies whose requirements
are constantly changing, it is quite possible that at any given time not all members of a country's
potential work force will be able to find an employer that needs their labor. This would be less
problematic in an economy in which such individuals had unlimited access to resources such as
land in order to provide for themselves, but when the ownership of the bulk of its productive ca-
pacity resides in relatively few hands, most individuals will be dependent on employment for
their economic well-being. It is typical for true capitalist economies to have rates of unemploy-
ment that fluctuate between 3% and 15%. Some economists have used the term "natural rate of
unemployment" to describe this phenomenon.

Depressed or stagnant economies have been known to reach unemployment rates as high as 30%,
while events such as military mobilization (a good example is that of World War I1) have result-
ed in just 1-2% unemployment, a level that is often termed "full employment”. Typical unem-
ployment rates in Western economies range between 5% and 10%. Some economists consider
that a certain level of unemployment is necessary for the proper functioning of capitalist econo-
mies.

Economics (from the Greek "household management") is a social science that studies the pro-
duction, distribution, trade and consumption of goods and services.

Economics, which focuses on measurable variables, is broadly divided into two main branches:
microeconomics, which deals with individual agents, such as households and businesses, and
macroeconomics, which considers the economy as a whole, in which case it considers aggregate
supply and demand for money, capital and commodities. Aspects receiving particular attention in
economics are resource allocation, production, distribution, trade, and competition. Economic
logic is increasingly applied to any problem that involves choice under scarcity or determining
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economic value. Mainstream economics focuses on how prices reflect supply and demand, and
uses equations to predict consequences of decisions. The fundamental assumption underlying
traditional economic theory is the utility-maximizing rule.
